Dear Parent,

We are very happy to be able to offer the pupils at Bowes a range of extra-curricular activities for the Autumn
term again.

This year, we will be facilitating internal and external extra-curricular clubs. Internal clubs will be run by staff
employed by the school and Kyri in our school office will be managing the administration of them. External
clubs will be run by outside agencies and the administration for them will be managed by the individual
companies.

Internal Clubs — Run by staff at Bowes

The school are working hard to provide a variety of clubs and extra-curricular experiences for your children.
Whilst we are able to fund a number of these, there will now be some clubs which will require payment in
order for your child to attend. The charge will be a set fee of £40 for the term. The fee for the Autumn term
will be £20 as we are starting half way through the term. This reasonable charge is intended to fund resources
required for the activities and also contribute to investing in the school in a variety of ways. If the school
receives pupil premium funding for your child, we will alocate at least one club at some point in the year.

We are also changing the booking system for the internal clubs. Internal clubs will be available to book and
pay for on Parent Pay via a payment item. To book your child’s place, please select payments, then ‘shop’ to
access the payment item. Places will be allocated on the system on a first come first served basis.

For the Autumn Term, all internal and external clubs will start from the 15t November and will finish on the
10t December 2021.

Please do not book your child a place in the club unless you are sure that they want to partake, as booking
unwanted places may prevent another child from being successful in joining the club. We are unable to offer
refunds should the club be booked in error. Once the clubis full, you will no longer be able to view the payment
item, it will show ‘no availability’. In that case, please email the school office, in order for your child to be
added to the waiting list. Once payment has been made, your child’s place in the club is secured. You will
receive more details of the arrangements before the club starts.

The internal club payment items will be added to ParentPay on 13t October by 10am.
