How many hands difference is
there between both people?

Day 4: Find some materials you can build a tower with. You could use blocks, Lego, food
tins/packets or empty boxes. Ask your adult to help you find some things. How tall can
you build it without it falling over? If you have a measuring tape you could try to measure
the height of it.

Science Activity
Re-Growing Vegetables

During a time when it is not so easy for us to go out to the supermarkets, it is a great idea to have a go at
re-growing some vegetables ourselves at home.

You can have a go with any of these vegetables; carrots, celery, romaine lettuce or spring onions. You will
need a bowl and some water.

Choose which vegetable you’d like to re-grow

Carrot — With the help of a grown-up, cut off the top end of a carrot and place it in a shallow bowl of water,
around 1 of water if you’d like to measure. Keep inside and place in a sunny spot on a windowsill.

Celery — With the help of a grown-up, cut off the bottom 8cm of the stalk and place in a small bowl of water.
Keep inside and place in a sunny spot on a windowsill.

Lettuce — With the help of a grown-up, cut off the bottom of the head of lettuce and place it in a small bowl
of water. Keep inside and place in a sunny spot on a windowsill.

Spring Onion — With the help of a grown-up cut off and use the white part of the onion, with any roots still
intact. Place in a glass with water. Keep inside and place in a sunny spot on a windowsill.

It is a good idea to check your vegetable and change the water in the bowl every day. Can you see any new
growth? What is growing - the shoots, leaves or roots? Keep a vegetable diary to draw the vegetable/s each
day and write about the changes you see.
