0.25kg muscovado 
sugar 
200g unsalted 
butter 
0.2kg dark 
chocolate 
3 large eggs 
2 rounded tsp 
fairtrade espresso 
powder 
1.5 tsp fairtrade 
vanilla extract 
110g plain flour 
1 rounded tsp 
baking powder 
110g pecans 
roughly chopped 
(optional)  
Fairtrade cocoa 
powder to dust. 
What is the 
combined weight of 
the sugar, butter, 
chocolate, flour and 
pecans?  
What if I wanted to 
make twice as 
many brownies?
