Please keep learning all the 3/4 and 5/6 spelling list.

Write a letter to your teacher explaining what you have been up to during the period
you have been away from school. What have the best bits been? What have you
missed/what have the worst bits been? Upload onto SeeSaw in response to the Activity.
Persuasive writing — what are the features of persuasive writing? Brainstorm these
(think about TV adverts in particular — how do they persuade you?). Read through the
example of an advert which has been posted on SeeSaw. How many of these features
can you identify? Write down any examples you could use in your own writing.
Persuasive writing — pick one fair trade product (google will provide you with lots of
ideas). Think of adjectives and other descriptive language to make it sound appealing.
Don’t forget to use a thesaurus (if possible) to upscale your word choices.
