RE: Notification of closure on Thursday 10th July 2014
We have been informed by NUT, Unison and GMB Trade Unions that there will be a day of strike action on Thursday 10th July 2014.  The dispute is in defence of the current teachers’ pension scheme, other proposed for changes to teachers conditions, and rejection of the Local Government pay award.

As Executive Headteacher I have assessed the impact of the strike action on the school and have decided that the school will have to close to pupils. Due to the numbers of staff involved, there will be serious operational difficulties.

This decision has not been taken lightly and we regret having to take this action but feel that there will not be sufficient staff in school to ensure the safety and wellbeing of the children.

Our sincere apologies for the difficulties that these arrangements will cause parents but unfortunately these are circumstances beyond our control.  The school will open as normal on Friday 11th July.
